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2018 GL1800 - Helpful Tips for Getting Started

This guide helps you get quickly acquainted with your Honda Gold Wing, providing you
with reference instructions on select riding controls and convenience features. As with
the Owner's Manual, this guide shows features from all Gold Wing trim levels — you
may find descriptions of equipment and features that are not on your particular model.

This guide is not intended as a substitute for the Owner’s Manual.

Honda SMART Key System

The Honda SMART Key system allows you to operate the motorcycle.
The system runs a two-way authentication between the motorcycle and the Honda SMART
Key to verify it is the registered Honda SMART Key.

I To Activate the Electrical System

1. Make sure that the Honda SMART Key is
activated and enter the operating range
for the motorcycle.

The system can be operated when the

Honda SMART Key is within the shaded

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2. Turn the ignition switch to ON.
P> The electrical system activates and the
engine can be started.

I To Turn Off the Electrical System
1. Tumn the ignition switch to OFF or @ (Lock).

2. Leave the operating range with the Honda
SMART Key or switch the Honda SMART
Key system to deactivation.

I To Open the Fairing Pocket

1. Make sure the Honda SMART Key is
activated, and then enter the operating
range with the Honda SMART Key.

2. To open the fairing pocket, press the fairing
pocket opener.

Refueling

1 Opening the Fuel Fill Cap

1. Open the fairing pocket.

2. Slide the fuel lid opener to open the fuel lid.

3. Turn the fuel fill cap counterclockwise and
remove it.

I Closing the Fuel Fill Cap

1. After refueling, be sure to tighten the fuel
fill cap firmly by tighten it clockwise until it
clicks.

2. Close the fuel lid by pushing it until it locks.

3. Close the fairing pocket.

Walking Speed Mode (GL1800BD/D/DA)

The Walking Speed mode assists the rider with getting the motorcycle into or out of tight areas
by maneuvering the motorcycle at slow speed.

P> Operate the motorcycle’s engine only in a well-ventilated area.

Make sure there are no obstacles or people in the area. Avoid steep or uneven surfaces.
Carrying a passenger while in Walking Speed mode is not recommended because it makes
balance and control more difficult to maintain.

you to a desired destination.
